   The one to watch: Democrat Jay 
Seegmiller is taking another stab at 
defeating House Speaker Greg Curtis, 
R-Sandy. Seegmiller lost in 2004 by 
20 votes. Democrats hope to make 
gains in other House races, 
increasing their current 20 seats by 
half a dozen.

   The ones to watch: The GOP has 
fixed its eyes on an open 
Carbon-County-based seat that 
Democrats have held for generations. 
Democrats aim to unseat several 
Republicans in Salt Lake County. If 
they win two seats, the Democrats 
would wrest away the Republicans 
two-thirds majority.

   There are five constitutional 
amendments on the ballot about 
several issues, including the process 
to replace the state's governor and 
lieutenant governor if the offices are 
vacated.  Proposition 1 and 
Proposition 2, for Salt Lake County 
voters, ask whether taxpayers would 
be willing to pay more each year in 
property taxes to pay for 
improvements at Hogle Zoo and 
Tracy Aviary.   
   Other counties and other 
government entities also have 
property tax bond issues before their 
voters. In addition, 36 judges are up 
for retention. Appellate judges are 
voted on by all Utahns, district 
judges are voted on only by those 
living in that judicial district. A 
majority "yes" vote keeps a judge in 
office, a "no" vote removes him. 
Judges are not challenged by 
another candidate, only retained for 
another term or removed from office 
by voters.
